On July 1% Colleen and | will celebrate our 10 year anniversary at Lord of
Life. When we arrived here in 1999 Lord of Life consisted of 54 members.
The bishop gave us an edict to figrow
change things for the better. Lord of Life was one of 13 churches nationally
that was targeted and categorized as a mission redevelopment church.
Today only two of the 13 churches remain; Lord of Life is one of them.

God has blessed us in so many ways. Our attendance continues to grow and
new ministries are forming within our church. Currently our ministries
include: Fish and Loaves, Vacation Bible School, Gleaners Food Bank,
Helping Hands, The Shawl Ministry, phone and toner raiser, Christmas Tree
giving, Red Cross blood drive, Palm Sunday Bazaar, and Christmas Silent
auction. The Lord of Life preschool just completed its 26™ year of service to
our community. We estimate approximately 930 children have received an
all-important solid foundation for learning through our continuing
commitment to provide excellence in pre-school education.

Sunday worship has evolved over the years. We are led by a very talented
group of musicians as we worship hands free via power point presentation.
Vacation Bible School has grown from 25 to 75-100 students and helpers
yearly. As our ministries have grown, so has our campus, adding 10,000 sq.
ft. to our building to increase space in our sanctuary, entry way, narthex,
kitchen, dining room and two designated state of the art classrooms with an
adjoining restroom for our preschoolers. We have a new road sign and logo
designed to promote our identity as the Body of Christ in this community.
Our growth is not just in structures and ministries, though these areas are
important. Our greatest growth is realized in our people. We have all grown
in our faith in God and our belief in one another.
